v" You will be covered for any country or region you have selected and
we have accepted when buying this insurance.



ﬂAre there any restrictions on cover?

! Each section of cover has a maximum sum insured, as specified in your policy schedule, which we will pay up to, per insured person, per trip.

! Excess - Under most sections of this policy you have to pay the first part of any claim. This is called an excess. This will apply to each person claiming
and to each incident and to each section of the policy you claim under.

! Eligibility: You must be a UK (excluding Channel Islands and Isle of Man) resident, have resided in the UK for no less than 6 months, have a
permanent UK address and be registered with a UK General Practitioner.

" For annual multi trip policies a maximum trip duration of 60 days applies per trip and 180 days in total outside the UK in any one period of insurance
(Maximum trip duration is reduced for people over 65 years. Please refer to your policy wording. If the Winter Sports Extension has been purchased
the policy will provide Winter Sports cover for up to 18 days in total in any one period of insurance).

" Any trip solely within the UK within the UK is only covered where You have pre-booked at least two nights accommodation in a hotel, motel, holiday
camp, bed and breakfast, holiday cottage or similar accommodation rented for a fee.

! Policies cover emergency medical treatment, it is not private health insurance.

What are my obligations?

« Prior to the start of the contract you must provide the Insurer with honest, accurate and complete information.
» You must take all reasonable care to protect yourself and your belongings.

« You or someone on your behalf must phone Zurich Assist helpline as soon as possible if you suffer an illness or injury whilst on your trip, if you need
to be admitted to hospital as an in-patient or before any arrangements are made for your repatriation and/or you are being told by the treating medical
practitioner that you need to undergo tests or investigations as an out-patient.

When and how do | pay?

At the point of purchase either by credit or debit card.

EWhen does the cover start and end?

If Single Trip cover is selected, Cancellation cover shall be operative from the time you pay the premium and will cease upon departure on your trip or
in the event of a cancellation claim.

If Annual Multi-Trip is selected, Cancellation cover shall be operative from the start date this insurance is effected by you and terminates on
commencement of any trip.

All other sections of the policy, whichever cover is selected, the insurance commences when you leave your home/place of business in your home
country (whichever is the later) to commence the trip and terminates at the time of your return to your home/place of business.

m How do | cancel the contract?

If you wish to cancel your policy, you must notify Annualtravelinsurance.com within 14 days of receipt of
the policy documents (new business) or for annual multi trip policies the renewal date:
